Shoes, belts and socks need not be purchased at Buckhead Uniforms.
All clothing should be marked with the student's name using a fabric marker.

Skirts 
Middle and Upper School:   
Khaki Skirt Style #143 Worn within one inch of the knee and with solid white or navy knee
socks or tights, not hosiery or leggings 

Pants Middle and Upper School:   
Khaki Poly-Cotton Pleated, Plain Front or Fashion Fit Pants with Buckhead Uniform Logo 

Shirts 

Middle School: Navy Long or Short Sleeve Pique Poly Cotton Knit Shirts with Embroidered 
School Monogram required for fall and spring; Blue/White Striped Long Sleeve Oxford Cloth 
Shirt with Embroidered School Monogram required for winter 
Upper School:  Hunter Green Long or Short Sleeve Pique Poly Cotton Knit Shirts 
with Embroidered School Monogram required for fall and spring; Blue Short or Long Sleeve 
Oxford Cloth Shirt with Embroidered School Monogram required for winter 
Seniors/PG additional option: Maize Long or Short Sleeve Pique Poly Cotton Knit Shirts
with Embroidered School Monogram for fall and spring uniform; Blue or Yellow Short or 
Long Sleeve Oxford Cloth Shirt with Embroidered School Monogram for the winter 
A white t-shirt may be worn under the required knit only if the sleeves are not visible. 

Blazers Middle and Upper School:   
Navy 55/45 Blend Official Blazer with Emblem Required for Winter 

Sweaters 
Middle and Upper School:
Navy Fine Gauge V-Neck Pullover or Navy Fine Gauge Vest with Embroidered School 
Monogram (sweaters are optional during the winter only) 

Jackets/ 
Outerwear

Middle and Upper School:
Navy Nylon Fleece Lined Jacket with Hood (Ripstop) with Embroidered Crest Monogram  
1/2 Zip Navy Fleece Jacket with Embroidered Crest Monogram 
Letterman’s Jacket  
No other Brandon Hall athletic or spirit wear worn during school hours 
Heavier Non Uniform Coats allowed only if the high temperature is predicted to be in the 
30’s.  If not, layer and wear more than one uniform jacket 

Shoes Brown or black leather full shoe, laces or loafer style
No athletic shoes or slides (clogs, crocs, Birkenstocks, etc.) 

Belts Black or Brown Conservative Leather Belt if wearing pants with belt loops 

Socks Solid Navy or White Socks or Tights Only   
If socks are worn with the skirt, they must be knee socks. 

Purchased From the Brandon Hall School Store: 
Physical Education Clothes if applicable (athletic shoes brought from home). 
School neck tie (for special occasions). 

Hair/Makeup:  The length of bangs may not extend down to the eyebrows.  Hair must be of a natural color.
Makeup and nail polish must be conservative in color and application. 
Accessories allowed:  one earring in each earlobe; one wristwatch; one conservative necklace; one bracelet on 
each wrist; and one ring on each hand 

The school is the final authority on whether any type of clothing, accessory or haircut is appropriate.   
The school will announce based upon the weather, when the changes from fall to winter and winter to spring uniforms will 
take place.
